AMA General Rule #6: “I will not fly my model
aircraft unless it is identified with my name and
address, or AMA number, inside or affixed to the
outside of the model aircraft. This does not apply
to model aircraft flown indoors.”

| also read in a few other club newsletters that as of
January 2010, no matter what, AMA will no longer
provide Comprehensive General Liability coverage
in the event that your plane (jets and helicopters
too!) is involved in an incident and it was determined
that your plane was not properly labeled.

An easy fix to attaching your name and address to
your airplane is to use mailing labels. | get plenty of
those from junk mail and they are easy to stick
anywhere or replace, so that's what | do.

Another issue that recently came up was that you
cannot fly your airplane higher than 400 feet above
ground level (AGL). This is the 2009 AMA rule:

AMA General Rule #5: “I will not fly my model
airplane higher than approximately 400 feet
above ground level, when within three (3) miles
of an airport without notifying the airport
operator .” | will yield the right-of-way and . . .

Meadow Lake airport is four (4) miles from our flying
field, so we're safe where we fly.

Commercial Birds

It's been in service for a few years now, but unless
you fly out of a New York or a Los Angeles airport,
you won't see it flying out of Denver.

followed by Qantas and Emirates Airlines in 2008
and Air France in 2009.

Besides being able to carry nearly 830 passengers
in an all economy configuration, some of the vast
improvements over the B-747 (The plane that the A-
380 was competing against), it is 50% quieter, has
33% more passenger seats, 30% more overhead bin
space and larger passenger windows.

The French-built Airbus A-380 is currently the
world’s largest passenger jet in service. But JFK and
LAX airports had to make extensive modifications to
support this giant, such as larger passenger ramps,
wider taxiways and improved ground support
equipment.

The FAA had to make a few changes too. Small
aircraft in flight behind the Airbus must now stay a
minimum of 10nm back because of wake turbulence
and the A-380 must use “Super” as part of its
callsign when talking to ATC.

In 2007, Singapore Airlines was the first to buy the
A-380 and get it into commercial service. They were
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“Airbus A-380 on display”

Airbus is currently working on a cargo version of the
A-380, which is capable of carrying more weight
than the Lockheed C-5 Galaxy and only second to
the Russian An-225 Mriya.

Did You Know? The A-380 was designed to use
runways that the B-747 can use. This is possible
because the specialized landing gear is designed to
distribute the weight over a large area.

Will Happen

We (model fliers in general) recently dodged a big
bullet. At a jet event (thankfully it was a blunt-nosed
jet, and not a 20+ inch, multi-bladed carbon-fiber
buzz saw-nosed gasser) a rather “battle weary”
plane turned in hard aiming at the pilot with a good
rate of speed, and then just before another hard pull
could put it put it on the correct side of the dead-line
(which was thankfully the outside edge of the 70 foot
wide runway) ... everything went to hell (you will
have noticed my non-genteel language).

The plane either fluttered or had something else go
horribly wrong and it hit at what seemed to be full
throttle most of the way toward the inside edge of
the runway, angled toward the pilots and pits. It then
broke into several large and many small pieces and
had one of the two largest pieces strike it's pilots
caller dead-center in the chest (knocking him from
his wheelchair) and the other large piece hit the
caller next to him in the upper shoulder.

| was calling for the pilot in the next position and only
had the time to say: “Watch out!” as it hit, before
turning my back and taking one step away as we got
peppered with small debris. Not a heck of a lot of
good | did huh? Oh by the way, the above all took
place in less than one second ....

Fortunately the other two pilots were okay and their
airplanes landed safely without the potential crash
and in this case, probable burn of an un-guided
missile, and both of the injured seemed to be okay,
though only time will tell.

Why am | relating the above incident? I’'m glad you
asked! How often have we been at a fly-in, War
Birds event (in my experience, some big time
offenders!) jet events or any other “open flying” style
events where someone has decided to pull the
airplane in tight toward himself (and everyone else
on the flight line) and do a fast, low screaming pass
(yes it can be cool hearing the air flow over the
airplane) and have the wing tip only a few feet away
from everyone? And no, that was not a rhetorical
guestion.

How often have we thought about the possibility of
what | related above happening? What can we learn
from the intentional vagueness of the above
statements? A two-pound foamy edf probably has a
greater potential of coming apart than a larger
airplane given normal wear and tear, and getting hit
by a battery or fan could be just as catastrophic as a
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larger piece of airplane, so no single category of
plane (or helicopter) is immune.

First: The danger of a tight pull at our own head
(and the rest of the pilots and pits) cannot be
overemphasized. If the USAF Thunderbirds lead-
pilot can fly a four-ship formation into the desert do
to the failure of a 25-cent part, what about our
models, which do not receive the same degree of
maintenance? Fast and low passes are part of
flying, let’s just use our heads and line up further out
so that the aircraft is never pointed at the pilots or
pits.

Second: If this had been a big gasser with a large
carbon fiber prop on the front, we might well have
had several fatalities ... and we all have pilots that
fly the way described above with this kind of airplane
in our home clubs.

Third: When was the last time you REALLY
checked out your airplane? You know, pulling (hard)
on the hinges, holding the servos against transmitter
inputs, attempting to flex the wings, stabs and fin or
trying to wiggle the firewall?

Forth: Does your club have an emergency plan in
place, and does the local EMS know who, what and
where you are? (The Fire Department and
Paramedics were on site in less than 10 minutes at
the above event; so some very good pre-planning
was evident.)

Fifth: Has this made you think? Is it something
worth sharing with your clubs and CD’s? Is it
something to keep in the back of your mind while
you are at the field?

Finally: Keep your head on a swivel and your brain
working, make sure your pride and joy has had good
maintenance and enjoy our great hobby, safely, as
the seasons morph into flying time!
